How can I use “Decodable Books” with my child?  
 

Encourage your child to read "Decodable Books" that focus on the word 

patterns that he has learned.  Your child’s teacher can suggest books for you.  

Once your child feels that he has mastered the book, have him read it to you 

and to others.
